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Morning Drop-off 

It has been such a joy watching your little ones settle into school 
life over the last few weeks! As we move further into the term, we 
wanted to share some gentle tips for a smooth morning drop-off. 
Even if your child is currently a "pro" at saying goodbye,  establish-
ing a consistent, confident routine now helps prevent future       
wobbles and builds their independence. 

To help your child start their day with a sense of "I’ve got this," we 
recommend the following strategies: 

The Quick Goodbye: While it’s tempting to give "just one 
more hug," lingering can actually increase a child's anxiety. A 
confident "I love you, have a great day!" followed by a swift 
departure tells your child that school is a safe, happy place 
where you trust them to be. 

The Buddy System: Consider walking into school with a 
friend’s family. Walking in with a peer is a fantastic distrac-
tion and turns the entrance into a social event rather than a 
separation. 

The "Launch Zone": Please try to say your goodbyes at the 
bottom of the atrium stairs. This allows the children to take 
those final few steps into the classroom independently. 

Morning Duty: Arriving early is ideal! If you arrive early, feel 
free to hand your child over to the friendly teacher on morn-
ing yard duty. We are there to help bridge that gap! 

Beat the Bell: If you choose to play on the equipment      
before school, we suggest saying your goodbyes and leaving 
a few minutes before the bell rings. This avoids the frantic 
rush of the line-up and lets them transition calmly with their 
peers.
